An s& lange har ni kanske bara hort om mig, men inte
traffat mig &nnu. Jag vaxte upp i ett svensksprakigt
hem hér i Finland, men flyttade till England och bodde
dar éver 20 ar. Det var i England som jag forst kom i
kontakt med Kvékarrorelsen. Det var en mycket stor
upplevelse for mig att fa vara med om den tysta
andakten. Det kéndes som om jag hade kommit hem
och jag forstod helt innebdrden i uttrycket: man blir
inte kvékare, man fods till kvékare.

Jag fick mina forsta upplevelser av kvékarsamfund och
stilla andakt under var vistelse i den sydvéstra delen av
England och nér vi flyttade till Norra Yorkshire
borjade jag besoka métet i Settle med mina yngsta
dottrar. Samfundet blev for oss som en slags kar,
utvidgad familj och jag hade allvarligt borjat fundera
pa att ansoka om fullt medlemskap nar vart liv
omstortades genom min makes plétsliga bortgang och
mitt beslut att flytta tilbaka till Finland. Vi minns vara
vanner i Settle med stor tacksamhet. Vi har vackra
minnen av det stdmningsfulla moteshuset och
manniskorna dar och ocksa fran de kanske inte alltid
s& tysta métena i vara hem. | Clapham, den lilla byn pa
200 invanare dar vi bodde, fanns flera kvakarfamiljer
med sammanlagt dver ett dussin barn. Vi traffades ofta
hemma hos nagon av familjerna for stilla andakt med
efterféljande knytkalas och dessa tillfallen blev till en
mycket viktig del av vart dagliga liv.

Efter att jag flyttade tillbaka till Finland med mina tre
yngsta dottrar bestod livet av stdndiga uppbrott och
flyttlass.Under de senaste fem aren har vi flyttat fem
ganger fran den ena andan av landet till den andra. Vi
ar nu glada 6ver att antligen ha fatt sla ner litet mera
stadigvarande bopalar har i Vasa (atminstone hoppas
vi s&). Mina déttrar har har chansen att fa ga i skola
pa engelska i Gvningsskolan och Vasa IB gymnasium
och efterhand skriva den internationella studentexamen
innan de fortsatter sina studier ndgon annanstans.

Nér jag antligen hade lyckats packa upp de sista
ladorna och fa litet ordning pa tillvaron kontaktade jag
Jane Rose. En stark langtan hade bérjat gro inom mig
till att p& nytt fa uppleva gemenskapen i Vannernas
Samfund och inte bara begransa mig till studier av
Quaker Faith and Practice, var avskedspresent fran
vara vanner i Settle. Det ar forstds en helt annan sak
att hora till Vannernas Samfund hér i Finland &n att
leva med stdd fran ett nara lokalt samfund sasom i
England. Kanske de finlandska forhallandena for med
sig att mera individuella insatser behdvs men sa ar det
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sakert ocksa sant att méten och sammankomster
darigenom ocksa blir av storre betydelse for
deltagarna.

Dear Friends,

So far you will all know me by name only, having
been something of an "invisible lady" for some
time now. | am a Swedish speaking Finn by birth,
but spent over 20 years living in England where |
first came into contact with English Friends.
Finding the Quakers and Meeting for Worship was
a most wonderful experience for me. It felt as
though | had come home for the first time and |
fully understood the meaning of the phrase that
one does not become a Quaker but one is born
one.

The West Country provided me with my first
experiences of Meeting for Worship and when our
family relocated to North Yorkshire, | started
attending Settle Monthly Meeting with my
youngest daughters. The Meeeting provided us all
with a very caring extended family and | had
started considering applying for full membership
when our lives changed through the sudden death
of my husband and a subsequent move back to
Finland. Settle Meeting has remained in our
memories with great fondness. We remember the
ancient meeting house and its people as well as
the somewhat more lively meetings arranged in
our homes. Clapham, our little village of 200
people, had several Quaker families, all with
several young children, and meeting for Worship
and enjoying the wonderful spread of a Jakob's
join afterwards became very much part of our
daily lives.

Since coming back to Finland in the company of
my three youngest daughters, circumstances
have had us moving around the country at a break
neck speed. The last five years have seen five
moves from one end of the country to the other.
We are now happily and somewhat permanently
(at least we hope this is the case!) settled in
Vaasa where we are enjoying the benefits of the
IB sixth form where the girls can study in English
and take the International Baccalaureat Exams
before moving on to further studies.

Being finally able to emerge from the world of
packing crates prompted me to get in touch with
Jane Rose and the Finnish Quakers. | had
increasingly started to feel the need to extend my
connections into the world of Quakerism beyond
frequent readings of Quaker Faith and Practice,

our going away present from Settle Meeting, and
to join in Meeting for Worship again with other
Friends. Being a Friend in Finland is obviously a
lonelier existence than having the support of a
local Quaker community and so perhaps calls for
even greater commitment and effort, but is it not
also true that the gatherings and Meetings carry a
somewhat greater significance for those
concerned simply because of this?

Fox Lutherin maisemassa —opintopiiri

Mit& merkitsee olla kveekari luterilaisessa maassa
ja erityisesti eri pohjoismaissa. Tama oli Ruotsin
Kvakargardenin vastuuhenkilén Julia Rybergin
kokoaman opintopiirin 1&htokohta. Opintopiiri toimi
internetissd. Se alkoi syyskuussa ja kesti 10
viikkoa. Opiskelijoita oli 21, joista Norjasta kaksi,
Tanskasta kolme, Suomesta kaksi ja Ruotsista
14. Suomesta toisena oli Birgit Rancken
Tammisaaresta. Muut kayttivat aidinkieltdan ja
mind ruotsia.

Ryhma jaettiin kahteen niin, ettd ensimmaisella
viikolla toinen puoli kirjoitti ja seuraavalla loput.
Kaikki saivat kommentoida tai kysya kirjoituksista.
Ensimmaéinen viikko oli opintopiirin tydskentelyyn
tutustumista.

Ensimmainen varsinainen tehtdvamme oli esitella
itsemme ja kertoa mita liittymakohtia meilla oli
kveekareihin.

Toinen tehtéava oli kertoa, kveekarismin historiasta
omassa maassa. Minun oli hyodyllista paneutua
historiaan Suomessa. Onneksi apuna olivat
kveekarien uudet kotisivut netissa
(http://www.netlife.fi/users/antti.pelkola/kveekarit/ti
e.html ja http://www.nbl.fi/~nbl1508/suomessa.htm
). En ollut toisaalta tiennyt, miten erilainen historia
on eri maissa. Norjassa merenkulku oli tuonut
varhain jo 1600-luvulla yhteyksia kveekareihin ja
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miten Napoleonin sodan aikana sotavankeina
Englannissa olleet norjalaiset alkoivat pitaa
kokouksia palattuaan
(http://www.kvakare.se/norskaam.shtml ). Georg
Fox vieraili vuonna 1677 jo silloisessa Tanskassa
Frederiksstadissa, joka nykyisin tosin kuuluu
Saksaan, mutta sinne saakka ulottuu Tanskan
kveekarien historia. Ruotsissa yhteydet alkoivat
vasta toisen maailmansodan jélkeen. Seka
Ruotsissa ettd Suomessa alkuaikoina kveekareilla
oli laheiset yhteydet setlementtilikkeeseen. Miten
lie Englannissa?

Kolmas tehtava oli kuvitella Lutherin ja Foxin
valinen keskustelu Raamatun merkityksesta seka
yleisesta pappeudesta. Tahan tuli varsin erilaisia
nakokantoja. Monet korostivat heidéan
vastakohtiaan ja ettd he eivat olisi voineet
ymmartaa toistensa nakokantoja. Fox ei pitanyt
tarpeellisena erityisia pappeja ja Luther katsoi
pappeja tarvittavan opettamassa ja pitAmassa
jarjestysta. Keskustelussa monet arvostelivat aika
karkevasti kirkon pappeja, kun taas toiset
puolustivat ja kertoivat hyvista kokemuksista.
Tama keskustelu oli aika vaikea kayda ja siina
huomasin omien tietojeni olevan liilan vahaiset.
Mutta kiinnostuin tutkimaan, mitéa miehia olivat
Fox ja Luther.

Neljas tehtava oli kertoa kaksi itsedan
askarruttavaa kysymysté joko opintopiirin aiheista
tai muuten. Siina aika paljon puhuttiin mm. siita,
miké on itselle tarkeda kveekariudessa ja mita
synti on tai miten kveekarit ndkevat synnin seka
mit& Jeesus merkitsee. Myos kirkon toimintaa
arvioitiin ja kveekareiden suhdetta toisiin
uskontoihin. Pari kolme osanottajaa oli
kiinnostunut buddhalaisuudesta.

Viimeinen viikko oli opintopiirin arviointia. lhan
kaikki eivat arvioineet. Opintojaksoa pidettiin
mielenkiintoisena, mutta ty6laéna. Meita oli
varmaan lilkaa osallistujia ja aihetta olisi pitanyt
rajoittaa. Nyt keskustelusta tuli hajanaista ja
kultajyvia oli vaikea I6ytaa. Kaikkiaan viesteja tuli
10 viikossa 475, osa tosin hyvin lyhyitd, mutta osa
ihan kunnon mittaisia, |ahes 500 merkkia pitkia.
Opiskelussa oli monilla vaikeuksia, mm. ol
tietokoneongelmia, ohjelman hallitsemisen
vaikeutta, sairauksia ja matkoja.

Julia kertoi, ettd tdma oli ensimmainen yritys ja
han pyrkii kehittdméaén tallaista toimintaa. Joku
toivoi my6s sovellettua online kveekarihartautta
internetin valityksella. Hyva mielikuvitus varmaan
tuo uusia mahdollisuuksia. - Min& olen ehka
utelias, mit& tuleman pitaa, hiukan epaluuloinen,
en missaan tapauksessa innostunut. Toisaalta
opintopiiri oli minulle opettava ja hyddyllinen.

| am Heather Lundberg Fowler, I'm from Aland
and England. My husband, Mike, is English. We
have been involved with Quakers for many years
and were Resident Friends at Christchurch
Meeting in New Zealand in 2004.

We have recently become Members of Britain
Yearly Meeting through our old Meeting back in
England - in deference to the tremendous support
and guidance they have given us, and to my
mother, who died from aggressive early onset
Parkinsonism.

After a prolonged period of severe, degenerative
illness | was diagnosed in autumn 2006 as having
a neurological sleep disorder and later indications
of early onset Parkinsonism were confirmed. As
soon as | started to feel the benefits from the new
medication | was given, | began to have an
intense yearning for Meeting for Worship.

Although still very ill, | felt guided to start holding
Meetings in our home, inviting a few of our
friends. These brought me immense peace. As |
grew stronger we were delighted to be able to visit
Helsinki Meeting and Ekenas Meeting last winter
and in early 2007 | felt strong enough to open up
our Meetings to everyone.

In early September we restarted after the
summer break (I hope some of you got my email
announcing this) and we now continue to meet
fortnightly (every other Sunday) in our home. We
have put notices in the local newspapers,
supermarkets, libraries, student unions, etc. and |
was interviewed by Abo Underréttelser.
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We have had many enquiries and 5 new people
have attended more than once. We visited
Ekenas Meeting again this month and Lulu Rauha
here in Turku / Abo, who many of you will know of
course. Now we look forward to meeting /
meeting again other Finnish Friends in Tampere.

We encourage anyone passing through here to
contact us so we can arrange a time to share a
coffee with you and hopefully some of you will be
able to share Meeting for Worship with us here as
well. Please also pass on our details to anyone
who is interested in Meeting for Worship in the
Turku / Abo area - everyone is most welcome to
join us.

In Clearness and Friendship, Heather

Friends (Quaker) Meeting for Worship is held in
Abo/Turku on every second Sunday (fortnightly)
from 2pm - 3pm, followed by coffee and

biscuits. Meetings are currently held in the home
of two Members of the Religious Society of
Friends, in the manner of an

unprogrammed, British, liberal (non-
Christocentric) Meeting. We currently have circa 5
regular Attenders, with backgrounds in
Lutheranism, Catholicism, Buddhism, Islam and
Quakers, from England, America, Finland and
Afghanistan. Although Swedish and Finnish are
spoken, English is the main language of
communication. We are actively seeking to
expand (but of course, if numbers rise greatly we
will have to find alternative premises as our
present seating limit is about 12!). Currently we
cannot provide facilities for children - rather than
set an age limit, we welcome anyone who is old
enough to respect others and be able to sit still
and quietly for one hour. We cannot provide
overnight accommodation, but if Friends wish to
visit before Meeting or at another time they are
encouraged to contact Heather to make
arrangements.
